the ™M June2015 this projectconsists of two parts: first, psychosocial responses during/éine
againstGaza known as Operation Protective Edge; second, implementing psychosocial activities

after thewar.

At the start of the war, aBmergency and Rapid Respse(ERR) teamwas formed and voluntarily
operatedn themiddle areagovernorates o6Gaza. This teamonsistedf 21 members led by one of
the PTC staff. Thisteam providd Psychological First #l at the sheltering centers like hospitals,
schools, mosqeand churches. The number of thenéficiaries during the period wd1,435
people, 10,407 aivthom werechildren and 1)28 of themadults

After the end of the war, theamily and Community Therapy (FCT@am startedworking with
displaced families whethey returned to their partially destroyed houses. The team screened the
families who neeed immediategpsychological servicesPsychesocial interventionoperatedwith

the whole family in the presence of and psych
psychiatrist. Ativities with the beneficiary group varied in aim; some of them depended on
concentration, and the others depended on therapy techniques such as Mind and Body Therapy,

Focusing Therapy anddgnitive Behavioral Therapy (C.B.T).

70 families with 482 people(223females an@59 males) benefited from the activitiesicetheend

of the war till end of June 2013n addition to that, purposeful social, psyaéuucational and
psychological support activitigeok place in some partner intsttions (NGOs) and in some schools
where structuredgameswere organized. These included skipping, kangaroo jumping, reaek
and movement to music. Talent competitions werganizedfor the children bymembers of the
team. Psych@&ducation meetings we held in some institutions in Gagity and in northern Gaza
to support martyrs' wives and old people. Plueposeof these meetingaas to explore responses
to psychological trauma and discusswy to deal with children whose behavior had been affegted b
war. The concept of Psychological First Aid was shared with pardéris. opinions of the
beneficiaris were completely positive.h€y appreciatedll the efforts byanimators and the work
team in general andspecially INTERPAL who had supported and fuad these activities.
Moreover, implementing the activitiemnhanced the skillef the work team and made thegain
confidence in dealing witlhard situations. All thigaised theprofile of PTC and enhanced its
estimation in society, motivatingeople to isit the center to enjoy its services despite their feairs

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6. Implemented activities

6.1 Period of War against Gaza

The bombardment of5aza startedn 8" July 2014 andthe warendedon 26th August 2014As
soon as istarted,the Emergency and Rapid ResportsieR team of6 specialistand a number of
volunteers worked isheltering centers such as UNRWA and governaiesthools, mosques and
churchesTheteamalso visitedwar casualtieat Shfa Hospital and provided psychologldirst ad
and support to them. The team time middle area governorate consistddl5 specialists and
animators whaused recreational activities to calm and support displaced peotile sheltering
centers They also providegsychological first aido the injured people in AAgsa Hospital and
distributed presents tojured children as aesult ofgenerous giftsrom INTERPAL The number
of the beeficiaries during this period wd1,435people.

6.2 The work team formation

the technical supervisor from PIWUK, the rest of the team is from Gazaoject coordinator in

Gaza, psychiatrist, accountant, psychological specialist, social worker, media coordinator and
logistic worker This team was divided into twaroups each comprisinga psychiatrist,

psychological specialist,social worker and an animator.

6.3 Coordination with institutions

The team<oordinated with UNRWA and the Ministry of Education in Gaza to implement some
recrational ativities after the war. Theglso coordinated with some of the civil socigtgtitutions

in Gaza which work in the field of psychologicalpport, such as Palestine Tomorrow School
which belongs to Noor AMaarefeh Society and Tamkeen Institatio Al-Nusirat camp, Women
Health Institution in Jabalia , Aloor Society in the east of Gaza, Gaza Community Méfealth
Program,Al-Amal Society for Autism Right to live, Wesal association, Atfaluna association,

Islamic Relief, Palestinian Familgupport Association and Women's activitin addition to that,

6.4 Work Mechanism

6.4.1 Mechanism of team's work with traumatized cases

The fivemember team was divided into two groups 2 females and 3 males so as to cover all areas
in GazaCity. Theteam consistedf a psychiatrisaccompanied by psychesocial specialist and an
animator. The team's psychological and social interventions included visiting the family, conducting
a diagnostic psychologal evaluation, therapeutic plagctivities and coducting a sumniive

psychological evaluation. Later, a follewp evaluation of the family was dane

The team uses several techniques and activities when working with the family sscbuasg,
dramaexercises, Mind / Body work and movement therapye©gisychological exercises included
Narrative Therapy, Playherapy and Cognitive Behavioral Therapy (C.B.T).

6.4.3 Referral System

The center coordinated with some working institutions to receive referral cases to be followed up
within the Family and Comunity Therapy (FCT)project. h addition to the work with the war
affected familes in the sheltering centers, follayp visits were madehen they returned to their
homes.PTC ceoperated with GCMHRand Future Palestine Association to receive traumatized
families through PTdGaza seferral system. Some traumatized cases were found due to field
screeningby TCO s t e g ane baimgdollowédg within the FCTproject.

7.3 At thelevel of project work team

Working in the Family and Community Therapy Project (FCTP), the teamdyaiaay skills and
much experience imlealing withtraumatzed cases andntervening with families. Bw therapy
techniques especially Focusing, have been developed successifintlyghout the team and with
clients. The experience of running street activities has led to the development of street theatre for a
mixture of therapeutic and recreational outcomé&ke workteam rapidlydevelogd their skills to
recognizepsychologicaldisordersin families and the crisis has given them much experience in
selecting appropriate coping strategies. They have also strengtheinebility to carry the heavy
workload involved in dealing withseveréy traumatized people. Byperaing as a natually
supportive team, they maintain their own psychological health. Theyshm®their skills and
experiences wh other projects in the centre, thus enhancing the general provigasyatfological

support for neglected children.

7.4 At the levelof PTC-Gaza

The implementation athis projectwas greatly extended because of the war on Gadmatraduma
centrebecame extremely busy because of uhgent neesl of families affected by bombardment,
displacement and feaAs this report has already sk, the Family Therapy Project has been
endorsed by families, religfrganizationsand local communities. &hy familiesnow wishto be

included in the project and many different associations and schaois visited PTCGaza.
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PTC(UK) has received many enges in the UK because people have heard about the project.
Delegations fronthe USA, Canada, Italy, Spain, UK and Irelahavevisited the centre in the last

five months in order to learn more about the activities of H&5B2a andhe ways they support
resilience andeduce the bad effects of trauma. Therefore, we can proudly say:

10.2 Fuel crisis in Gaza and the disruption to public transport, along with increasing
transport costs

Because of the siege imposed on Gaza for more than eight years, therenhas bagoing fuel
crisis.

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11- Recommendations
